We’ve Expanded Into Denmark:  It was a Wise and Passionate Event 
On March 23, 2007, in Hjörring, Denmark an historic event happened:  the installation of our newest State Organization in Denmark, the chartering of Alpha Chapter, the initiation of nineteen founders and the installation of Elsebeth Gabel Austin as the first President of Denmark.

Held in a lovely countryside inn, nineteen wise and passionate women became a part of our great society.  With shining new paraphernalia, given by Eta State, North Carolina and presented by North Carolina State President, Lynn Leatherwood and lovely large red roses, given by Alpha State, Texas; it was a Hans Christian Andersen idyllic event.  

Marianne Skardéus, President of Sweden, deserves much credit.  Meeting in Turku, Finland, with Jacqueline Cuppy, then International President, Dr. Barbara Day and Marika Heimbach, then members of the International Expansion Committee, Marianne Skardéus committed to making this happen.  Since that time, she has been an ambassador for Delta Kappa Gamma in Denmark, travelling often with Gudrun Nylander, member of the International Nominations Committee, and meeting with women educators in Denmark.  The result is this new state organization and chapter with women representing colleges and universities, public and private schools, and women committed to Delta Kappa Gamma and personal and professional growth and excellence in education.  They are ready to lead with wisdom and passion and are already well under way.  President Elsebeth said, “We have already been meeting and planning exciting things”.  She is the rector (Danish word for principal) of a school for students ages 16 – 18 and formerly she was with The Ministry of Education.  Jill Foltz, Membership and Program Services Administrator, has been an essential part of making the arrangements for Headquarters in Austin go smoothly and efficiently.

While sitting with President Elsebeth and chapter member, Anna Elizabeth, Jill Foltz and I were sharing our views about the Society.  We talked of great things that we do in Delta Kappa Gamma with more on the horizon.   We spoke of friendships throughout many parts of the world.  “Friendships”: Anna said, “Now I know why I really wanted to be in Delta Kappa Gamma”.

Following the formal installation and initiation, Ulrike T.B. Gottlob, President of Germany, spoke about a project that Germany is supporting relative to “SOLidarity with WOmen in DIstress  (SOLWODI)”.  President Ulrike is passionate about this involvement and this passion was “caught” by all in attendance.

The support of our members was over-whelming.  In attendance were four state presidents and one president’s representative: 1) Lynn Leatherwood of North Carolina; 2) Marianne Skardéus of Sweden; 3) Ulrike T.B. Gottlob, of Germany; 4) Kate York of Great Britain; and 5) Oddny Damgaard of Norway, representing President Bjorg Nakling.  Also in attendance was the Chair of the Expansion Committee, Marika Heimbach of Germany.  Gifts were presented by each of these guests as well as others sent for the occasion.  Many cards and e-mails have been sent to President Elsebeth, who expressed deep appreciation from so many members.

Beautiful were the initiates signing the register laid on the new red and gold scarf flanked by tall gold candles engraved with the Greek ΔΚΓ and surrounding the tiny candles lit by each initiate.  Following the installation and initiation all gathered in a lovely reception area complete with wine, candles and roses for toasting the new initiates and all others.  The evening ended with a sit down dinner of smoked salmon with capers, followed by the main course of roast beef and Danish vegetables, a scrumptious chocolate dessert, and more toasting.  Many initiates rose to speak of their joy in the evening and their commitment to Delta Kappa Gamma.

ESTONIA IS INSTALLED: Leading with Wisdom and Passion as Estonia Becomes our 17th Member Country
8th March 2008 

Against a backdrop of gently falling snow (complete with a wall of palladian windows), in Tallinn, Estonia, twenty-four wise and passionate women became members of our Society on 8th March 2008.  The installation of our 17th member country of the state of Estonia, the founding of Estonia State Organization and Alpha Chapter and the Installation of Officers, was held in the National Library.


The event was professional and ritualistic and also warm and generous.  I presided over the installation and was assisted by Marika Heimbach, Chair of the International Expansion Committee, and Marianne Skardéus, Former President of Sweden, and the person largely responsible for bringing together this group of women.  Having worked with them since January, 2007, Ms. Skardéus described the women who were initiated as so professional and talented and who worked wonderfully well together.  The contacts began in January 2007 when Ms. Skardéus and Ms. Ann Marie Asker-Badersten met with the Estonian teachers.  They were invited to a state conference through a grant from the Swedish Delegation in support of Women’s Development in Society and Equal Opportunities and Pedagogical Exchange.  The collaboration continued with women from Sweden, Finland, Estonia, and Germany with educational issues in the forefront.  The culmination, of course, was the establishment of Estonia as the 17th member country of The Delta Kappa Gamma International, happening on International Women’s Day.  Estonia also became the ninth European state, with Denmark becoming the eighth European state in 2007.  


Tallinn, the capital of Estonia, is known as being among the seven most intelligent cities in the world and when viewed from the sea, it is one of the most beautiful cities in the world.  Speaking three or four languages is quite common here.  Charming to us and to visitors was Old Town with its cobblestone streets, church spires, high-gabled tiled roofs, Tallinn is also totally wired; business can be conducted entirely on the internet; there is Wi-Fi coverage in the parks, cafes, and everywhere, and Estonians also created Skype.  


President Anu C. Joon is positioned to be a great leader for our new state organization/member country.  She enthusiastically spoke to the assembled group saying what an exciting time that it is for the Estonian Women:  “Given the scarcity of formal organizations in Estonia, it is a great honor to represent the new chapter of the Delta Kappa Gamma Society in Estonia as its first president.  The majority of teachers working in our educational system are women, and these women need ideas and encouragement in their daily work from colleagues all over the world in order to strive for excellence.”  She congratulated Delta Kappa Gamma members as the best women educators in the world and told them that.  We are eager to get well acquainted with this organization and we have made this first step today, uniting us in a genuine fellowship.  She thanked the group “for this delightful day” and announced that they had received very good wishes from all over the world, including many states in the United States and also from Canada, Sweden, Germany, Norway, Finland, Costa Rica, the Netherlands, and Denmark--an experience she said had been most gratifying wish such a warm welcome  and support.  She said that many members had expressed regrets for not being able to attend the installation ceremonies, but thanked them for their eagerness to share this expertise with them and to get to know them better.  She also thanked Mrs. Marianne Skardéus, former State President of Sweden, who had worked so very hard at bringing Delta Kappa Gamma to Estonia, and to Marika Heimbach from Germany, all of the Expansion Committee and to Jill Foltz, Membership Services Administrator in Austin (and unable to attend the installation) for her busy time in planning for the chartering and installation ceremony.  


A great turnout of members throughout Europe, as well as members from the United States, gathered for the event.  Current and former state presidents attended two regional directors, and guests, including the Director of the Women’s Center at the University of Tallinn.

Hanna Fowler, former State President and now Executive Secretary of Georgia had this to say about the Tallinn experience:


“What a humbling experience to travel halfway around the world and make friends with 24 women who are striving to reestablish the Estonia they once had.  The passion, pride, and love for country, and the education of their countries’ children are truly hard to express.  You have to experience the feeling!


These women are the Annie Webb Blantons in their country.  They are demonstrating their courage to step out and build a bond with other women educators around the world for Excellence in Education.  It overwhelms me that through our dues and donations we touch women around the world for common purpose.  What an honor it is to be a member of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International.”


On behalf of the International Expansion Committee and the Administrative Board, we extend our grateful appreciation to the following state organizations (and/or persons in these states) for their generous support of expansion into Estonia:  California, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Oklahoma, Oregon, Sweden, Tennessee, Texas, and Virginia.

Greetings from your Regional Director
These will be the last greetings that I’ll bring you as Europe Regional Director.

After Chicago my successor will take over, and you’ll hear from her, and sometimes from me personally, I hope. First I have to give you some corrections in the schedule that I gave you in the preceding issue of EuForia. 

I chose not to go to Nuevo Leon in Mexico, March 7 – 8, although assigned as International Representative for that state convention by the International President Dr. Barbara Day, as it was the same weekend as the installation of Estonia as the seventeenth member state in our Society, and almost more important for us, the ninth European country.

So I was in Tallinn that weekend with several other Delta Kappa Gamma members from abroad. European members were present from almost all our countries, Great Britain, Sweden, Norway, Finland, Germany and the Netherlands, and also from 4 American states, North Carolina, California, Tennessee and Georgia.

No better illustration that our Society is truly international. 24 Estonian women were initiated in the National Library in Tallinn, one of the biggest and most famous of Europe, in a warm and festive atmosphere.

Isn’t it wonderful that in one biennium Europe has grown from 7 to 9 member countries?

After Denmark, Estonia. And for the latter, I think that it is extremely important that a former East European country is a member state of Delta Kappa Gamma now, and that these members deserve our constant support. But what will be something we have to think about also is the mentoring of these new states. We all know that it takes much time before one becomes familiar with the structure of our Society. And certainly for the Estonian members it will not be easy to go to International Conventions or Regional Conferences in view of the costs. Should the Regional Director have a part in this, or the Expansion Committee in continuing strengthening, or a member who is living nearby and could take the role as a mentor? It is all a question of time and money also. We discussed this already in Tallinn, without finding the immediate solution.

Another change in my schedule was that the May, 29 -31, Administrative Board meeting was cancelled. This is not an obligatory one, it only takes place if decisions have to be made.

We were supposed to interview candidates for the position of Communications Services Administrator, but as there were no candidates at this time it will be the task of the new Board in November. So if any of you here in Europe would like to move to sunny Austin in Texas, send in your application form for that position to the International Personnel Committee.

My first state convention in the USA was in Aurora, Nebraska, and I’ll be in Pennsylvania from June 13 – 15. I am wondering about seeing the differences between the two of them (if there are some), because in Europe every country has its own style, and we are becoming more and more international. I have been able to go to 3 state conventions in Europe this year. 

In Great Britain I was happy to find again my friends with whom I worked so well in organising the European Regional Conference. You won’t be surprised after that great event that the venue and the program in Bournemouth were excellent, as well as the after conference tour on Sunday morning to the Jurassic Coast in cold, snowy weather but warm atmosphere. Jackie Cuppy was the International Representative, the theme Stand and Deliver, and the excellent Keynote Speaker, Sue Palmer spoke about Toxic Childhood.

Germany’s state convention (May 1 – 4) in Friedrichsdorf, near Frankfurt, was international as ever with guests from Sweden, Great Britain and The Netherlands.

The Keynote Speaker Dr. Susanne Braun spoke about the changing ideas about the protection of monuments in Germany, and the day before we were prepared for that theme while visiting the Roman Castle in Saalburg and the Hessenpark

And May 17 was the Dutch state convention in Amsterdam with our International President Dr. Barbara Day as International Representative and Evelyn Goodsell as International Speaker. Evelyn gave a very interesting speech about Famous and Infamous Women of Sussex, and the Keynote Speaker, Dr. Anneke Mulder, spoke about Lives of the Anchoresses, The Rise of the Urban Recluse in Medieval Europe. All Women of Wisdom and Passion!

The venue was the beautiful remains of a convent, the Bethanienklooster, and we had a walking tour afterwards looking for hidden or destroyed convents in medieval Amsterdam. With the Friday evening gathering in the house of the hospitable Vivian Repko and the Sunday morning programme in the Amsterdam Historical Museum we, and our guests from Great Britain, Germany and the USA had a good time.

We are approaching the Chicago International Convention. In a few weeks’ time I hope to see more than 50 European members there. I am glad that many of them will give a workshop.

I have seen 6 individual members and then the 15 Europeans who are represented in the different International Committees and who will share their knowledge with us. In the NEWS you can see the different titles, and on the website also short descriptions which will help you to make your choices beforehand.

Europe has chosen as Woman of Wisdom and Passion from our Region, Vigdis Finnbogadottir from Iceland, and Icelandic members will give the presentation.

Congratulations to Kate York (GB) and Janny Kisteman (Neth) who from Europe are selected to participate in the 2008 Golden Gift Leadership/Management Seminar at the University of Texas in Austin, June 28 –July 12.

As we are still celebrating our 10th anniversary we have invited 8 guests at the European Breakfast, Friday morning 8-10. We discussed at the Forum meeting in Frankfurt that it would be nice to invite all the International Presidents who have been involved with Europe as the 5th Region (6) and 2 others who have been to all the European Regional Conferences. I don’t have all the replies yet, and several of them have also other obligations, but promised to come by. For the members going to Chicago I repeat my question to bring a children’s book in English, a postcard from your home town or country, and a well known song to sing from each country, so that we can sing, have fun and learn to know each other better.

To realise that so many years ago, women of wisdom and passion lived and worked on that same spot gave a good feeling.

Barbara Day our International President was our honoured guest, as well as members from Great Britain and Germany.

Pleasant was the contribution of Evelyn Goodsell from Great Britain, who marked several woman of wisdom and passion who left their marks in Sussex around 1900. Inspiring was the lecture about Mediaeval hermits: hidden women, but very often well educated, rich, aged 40 and older,  with grown-up children, often widows, living in a small room constructed adjoining or in a church. These women of wisdom and passion were a great help to the common man. Their experiences made them suitable for mental help for ordinary people. In Holland most members are 40 and older so we understood these lives.

Just before the convention took place one of our founders, Elly Dobber, died. Some days before the event she wrote to the organisation: ‘Sorry, but I will not come this time’. Two days later we heard she passed away.

ΔΚΓ Nederland started in 1976 and Elly has been an active member for 32 years. She was state president from 1982–1984. For many years she was chapter treasurer, of course because of her profession, professor of mathematics. During her lifetime she was all the society represents – a key woman educator. We will miss her a lot, but she has left a part of herself with those she loved, with her colleagues, and with all of us. 

At the convention we placed one white rose among the other red roses in memoriam. 

Many members from Holland will attend the International Conference in Chicago. We look forward to seeing many good friends there.
